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Update on
MAX Landfill
Development Plans

Application process moves
ahead with Smith Township
conditional use approval.
MAX’s proposal to develop a
residual waste landfill (Landfill 3)
moved another step forward last
September when conditional use
approval was granted for the
project by Smith Township.

The conditional use application,
which demonstrates compliance

is separate from and in addition
to the permit approval that will
be required by the Pennsylvania
Department of Environmental
Protection (DEP).

The conditional use approval
outlines 32 special conditions
agreed upon in the application,
including a buffer zone of trees
along Bulger Block Road and
installation of a six-foot fence
around the operation.

Phase | Application under
review by PA DEP.
Obtaining a permit for landfill
development by DEP will
require approval of applications
submitted in two phases.
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MAX proposes to construct Landfill 3 east of where the fac:l/ty s office, wastewater
treatment plant and Impoundment 1 are situated.

Work on a Phase |l
application, which will
include design details

and waste management
procedures, is underway.
MAX expects that Landfill 3
would become operational
at around the same time as
re-closure work wraps up on
